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Resumen

El articulo presenta la interpretacién tomista de Romanos 1, 18-21, la corrobora con un analisis histdrico-
linguistico del texto y muestra que esa interpretacion ha sido recibida por el Magisterio: el Concilio Vaticano I,
Ledn XIII, Pio XIl, el Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica, la Enciclica Fides et Ratio y quien en 1999 era el
Cardenal Ratzinger. Movido por esta Gltima interpretacion se examina el contexto histérico de la misma y la
interpretacion de Karl Barth sobre el mismo texto de la Escritura. Finalmente, se muestra la repercusion de la
interpretacion catolica en la actitud de los cat6licos ante civilizaciones gentiles.
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Abstract
This paper explains Aquinas’ interpretation of Romans 1:18-21, supports it with a historical and linguistic
analysis, and demonstrates that it has been received by the Magisterium, that is to say, by the First Vatican
Council, Leo XIIlI, Pious XII, the Catechism of the Catholic Church, the Encyclical Fides et Ratio and by who
in 1999 was Cardinal Ratzinger. Regarding this last interpretation, the paper examines its historical context and
its reference to Karl Barth. Lastly, the paper shows the impact of the Catholic interpretation of Romans on the
Catholic attitude towards gentile civilizations.
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
