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Resumen

En este paper examinamos la idea de la solidaridad como aquella actitud que consiste en la determinacion firme en
empefiarse por el bien comin. Para lograr nuestro cometido analizamos el camino de profundizacion en los
conceptos de solidaridad y bien comin que la tradicion fenomenoldgica nos muestra. En este caso particular
analizamos a Karol Wojtyla —y en un cierto sentido a Juan Pablo I, quien, no obstante, en cuanto pontifice habla
desde otra sede, la de Pedro—. Sin embargo, pensamos que no hay discontinuidad en su pensamiento y el método
fenomenoldgico, en cuanto método, tampoco estd ausente de las reflexiones del pontifice, aunque la primacia aqui
sea teoldgica y no filosofica.
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Abstract

In this paper we examine the idea of Solidarity as an attitude which is the firm determination to commit oneself to
the Common Good. To accomplish our task, we analyze the path of deepening in Solidarity and Common Good
concepts, as phenomenological tradition shows us. In this particular case, we analyze Karol Wojtyla, -and in a
sense, John Paul Il, who, nevertheless, as Pope speaks from another place: Peter’s throne. However, we believe
there is no discontinuity in his thought, and the phenomenological method, as a method, it is not absent from the
reflections of the Pope, although here the primacy is theological and not philosophical.
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
